Resolution & Ordinance Statements:


1980-2017 – Amend Chapter 8 – Background Checks of the Township Code
This ordinance amends Background checks to fall under the direction of Public Works rather than Community Services.

1981-2017 – Amend Chapter 233, Section 7 – Yard, Area & Height Requirements of the Township Code
This ordinance will permit handicap/wheelchair ramps to encroach into the required setbacks for residential properties.

1982-2017 – Amending Chapter 319, Section 319-21 to Establish Four Way Stop Intersection 
This ordinance enables a four-way stop intersection at Country Club Drive and Bally Bunion Drive and the township engineer has certified all criteria as set forth by the NJDOT Bureau of Traffic Engineering and Investigation has been met.

1983-2017 - Amending  Chapter 5, Article VIII, (Dept of Public Works) Sections 18 and 23 of the Twp Code
This ordinance transfers the functions, powers and duties of Community Services to the Department of Public Works.


318-17  Awarding the 1st contract option year to Kline Construction for emergency sanitary repairs & miscellaneous maintenance
This resolution awards Kline Construction a twelve month extension of their contract to perform emergency repairs and miscellaneous maintenance as needed.

This resolution releases a letter of credit performance guarantee in the amount of $36,286.80 upon posting a maintenance guarantee in the amount of $10,062.00 for two years after final acceptance.
